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Compulsory EU organic logo is
revealed

You may, by now, be aware that a new EU-wide
organic logo has been selected following a
competition held for design students across the
member states.

The OEureleafO logo, as it has been
dubbed, will be compulsory for all pre-
packaged organic products that have
been produced in any EU Member
State. It can also be used on a voluntary basis on
non-pre-packaged organic products that originate
from the EU or that are imported from third countries.

We have produced a guide detailing what we know to
date about the use of the logo on packaging, which is
included with this newsletter or can be downloaded
from our website.

Since the winning design was announced we have
been contacted by many licensees eager to know the
detail of its use because they need to order packaging
for new products. While the answers have not been
immediately available, we now understand that a
meeting of the EU's Standing Committee on Organic
Farming is due to take place on March 1, at which the
detail of how and when to use the new logo is
expected to be agreed. We also understand that
some details, such as implementation deadlines could
be changing from those previously expected.

We will update this information on our website as
soon as we have it and pass on the answers to those
who have asked the questions. We would stress that
licensees should not, at this stage, place any orders
or finalise any designs without talking to us first for the
latest information.

Technical News

Dealing in organic hay and straw? Are
you certified?

Questions have arisen recently regarding the
requirement for organic certification for those who are
trading organic hay and straw. We should clarify that
this activity does require an organic certificate if the
dealer is taking title to the product in the process of
buying and selling it. To be clear, even if hay or straw
bought by a trader remains on the property of the
farmer they bought it from, they will need a certificate
to trade it on to a registered organic farm.
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While there are implications for traders themselves, it
is also important that producers check the certification
status of those they buy from as this could affect their
own compliance with the organic standards.

If you plan to buy from a trader who cannot
demonstrate that they are certified, please put them in
touch with OF&G and we will do our best to expedite
their certification should they wish to be inspected and
licensed by us.

Crucial changes in pullet requirements
approach

First we had the 'part organic' pullet, reared to organic
food and veterinary standards. But from the beginning
of 2012 the EU organic regulation will require a fully
organic pullet and we foresee some potentially
serious structural problems with the industry, as it
stands, being able to deliver this.

For a pullet to meet the full organic standards it will
have to have access to the outdoors at some point
(the age at which a pullet will have to have access to
the outdoors is currently under discussion). This may
cause problems for many traditional rearers who may
not be able to provide that space within their existing
facilities. We believe that this issue needs to be
looked at straight away by all those in the sector with
an interest in either supplying or buying organic
pullets from 2012. Predicting doomsday scenarios of
no organic pullets is not going to help anyone, but at
the least we are likely to see a serious bottleneck in
supply if some planning is not done in advance.

The first step is to alert everyone to this, so that minds
can be turned to the problem at this early(ish) stage
and to avoid sleepwalking into a crisis if no changes
are made. For now it's going to be helpful to start the
ball rolling by having all producers starting to talk to
their suppliers about their plans for the future and
whether they are looking to make changes that will
allow them to produce organic pullets. Where there
are likely to be issues, we would like to hear from
producers (and rearers) so that we can begin to build
a picture of what is likely to happen and develop a list
of potential sources of organic birds.

As with all such changes there are going to be
problems and opportunities. It is right that the organic
sector should continue to develop and improve on
standards and this is a crucial step in doing so, but as
OF&G sees it, people are going to have to co-operate
to avoid a significant loss of supply. Please do talk to
us if you have any insight or information on this
matter.
